She cites one example in her book. Lie #1: "I'm All Alone Here!" (Dialogue taken from a telephone conversation between her and a friend.) "...Just last night I vaguely mentioned to this new friend that I had a sin in my past that had left a deep scar. I was going out on a limb, hoping that she was a safe place. As I listened to her talk, my mind immediately began to assume that she too had committed sexual sin and needed me as much as I needed her. 'I had one too,' she finally blurted. I realized then that something wasn't going quite right. She was going out on a limb with something, and I thought I would be there with her. I was pretty sure I wasn't. I needed to move tenderly. 'Had one what?,' I gently nudged...'An abortion...it happened when I was in high school'..."





In The Secret of the Lord, she exposes that it's easy to put on a happy face in order to disguise feelings of sadness, loneliness or depression. If you've ever felt that way, you’re not alone. In fact, nearly half of all women admit they are still searching for one authentic friendship within their church body.





Gresh has discovered firsthand the transforming power that will turn the key to be able to "live in the secret of the Lord," which will gently lead you on a path from an “I’m so exhausted, depleted and empty” existence into a life that exceeds your wildest dreams and one that offers ultimate fulfillment through Christ.





"Before I began to live in the secret of the Lord, I had entire mountains of junk in my life. Debt. Busyness. Workaholism. Greed. Pride. Material passions. I was a believer who really wasn't living like one," Gresh admits in the book. "At the same time, I really thought I was the poster child for Christian influence in my little business world! I was leading Bible studies in my cirlce of friends, albeit with few life-changing results in any of them. I was volunteering for VBS, nursery duty and other simple tasks. I even joined a committed, small band of believers to dig deeply inot our faith through an intense twelve-week study course. Still, I just wasn't very satisfied...I didn't seem to have the power in my life that the Bible promises to us. It was something I couldn't reconcile with my faith. I wondered if I was the only one like this." 





Readers will learn how to move beyond the masks of simulated perfection so often put on for Sunday morning and learn how to live out the principles of true intimacy with God and with other believers.
